Call to Order:  The regular meeting of the Lynn Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Justin N. Smith, at 6:30 pm in the Municipal Building.  Present were Chairman Justin N. Smith, Vice Chairman Brian C. Dietrich, Member Steve I. Feinour, Secretary/Treasurer Tammy M. White, Asst. Secretary/Treasurer Kathy A. Hermany, Road Master Bruce Raber, Engineer/Zoning Officer Chris Noll, Solicitor Marc Fisher, and approximately 20 citizens.     

Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was conducted.
Media Representation:  No Representation.

Public Comment:   None
Accept the Minutes and Direct the Treasurer to pay the bills:    A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour to accept the minutes from 10/13/16 BOS meeting and to direct the treasurer to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Subdivision:  KMS Brunner Land Development Agreement and Maintenance Agreement- A motion was made by Steve I. Feinour and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich authorizing the Land Development Agreement and the Maintenance Agreement for KMS LLC, Brunner.  Motion carried unanimously.
Fire Companies:  NTFC Asst. Fire Chief, Nick Gruber presented the BOS with their monthly report.  As of 10/31/2016 NTFC has responded to 131 calls.  Mr. Gruber also thanked Bruce Raber for supplying them with anti-skid for a haz mat class as well as Stone Haven Supply for supplying the sand.  In addition Mr. Gruber added that they are appreciative of any time Randy Schmoyer is permitted to run day time fire calls. NTFC new Fire Police Captain is Lamar Madtes; They served 520 hot dogs for trick or treat night; Turkey raffle Saturday, November 19th; cookie fundraiser order must be in by Dec. 12th for pick up on the 17th; Santa will visit NTFC on Dec. 17th from 12noon to 1 pm at the station and then will tour the district; 5 firefighters passed FFC pro board practical testing; 4 firefighters passed haz mat ops pro board practical testing.  
LPFC Fire Chief, Clark Mantz presented the BOS with their monthly report.  LPFC reported 3 controlled burns in October and 2 calls. LPFC Turkey raffle Friday, November 18th; 2000 club starts January 27th; Santa will be at LPFC for breakfast as well but not sure of the date and time. 
Road Report:  Bruce Raber, Road master, reported for the month of October:  (1) Finished up cleaning out all storm boxes.  (2) Finished up shoulder mowing.  (3) Cold patched pot holes on black top roads.  (4) Did some shoulder cutting on black top roads.  (5) Crack sealed 5 development roads. (6) Put chains and salt spreaders on 5 trucks.  (7) Repaired and replaced 2 stop signs and road name signs.  (8) Started tree trimming.  (9) Filled pot holes on dirt roads.   Anticipated work for November:  (1) Continue tree trimming.  (2) Start boom mowing.  
Park:  Engineer, Chris Noll stated that the survey is being done for the HOP permit for site distance at back entrance of the park and for the bridge and should be ready to submit by next month.
Tax Rate for Year 2017: Resolution 2016-15; A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour approving Resolution 2016-15; A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE TOWNSHIP OF LYNN, LEHIGH COUNTY, FIXING THE TAX RATE FOR THE YEAR 2017.  Motion carried unanimously.  The resolution was approved keeping the millage of Lynn Township 0.2 mills.
Budget Discussion:  Motion to authorize advertisement of the 2017 budget for viewing; adoption 12/08/16; A motion was made by Steve I. Feinour and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich authorizing the advertisement of the 2017 budget for viewing.  Motion carried unanimously.
Tax Collector request:  Increase in duplicate bill and tax certs.  The BOS tabled this request because they were in agreement that they would like to see the cost from surrounding townships regarding their tax certs and duplicate bills.
Resolution 2016-16:  Resolution to transfer $$ from Escrow to GFMM to close Susan Schall Escrow; A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour approving Resolution 2016-16; A RESOLUTION OF THE BAORD OF SUPERVISORS OF LYNN TOWNSHIP, LEHIGH COUNTY, PA FOR THE TRANSFER OF UNENCOMBERED MONEYS FROM ONE TOWNSHIP ACCOUNT TO ANOTHER.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Resolution was to close out Susan Schall subdivision.  
The Sanctuary:  2017 Contract; A motion was made by Steve I. Feinour and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich approving the 2017 contract from The Sanctuary of Haafsville for animal control and keeping the cap for 2017 the same as 2016 @ $650.00.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Miscellaneous:  (1) MS4 Waiver:  Engineer, Chris Noll stated that the waiver application form should be complete by the end of the year.  (2) Burned out Trailer on Madison St.:  The BOS agreed with Solicitor Marc Fisher and directed that a civil enforcement notice be sent out to the property owner. (3) Burning:  Brian C. Dietrich addressed concerns about the burning in the village center.
