Call to Order:  The regular meeting of the Lynn Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Justin N. Smith, at 6:30 pm in the Municipal Building.  Present were Chairman Justin N. Smith, Vice Chairman Brian C. Dietrich, Member Steve I. Feinour, Secretary/Treasurer Tammy M. White, Asst. Secretary/Treasurer Kathy Hermany, Road Master Bruce Raber, Engineer Chris Noll, Solicitor Marc Fisher, and approximately 15 citizens.     

Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was conducted.
Media Representation:  Kenny Blieler
Public Comment:  None
Accept the Minutes and Direct the Treasurer to pay the bills:    A motion was made by Steve I. Feinour and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich to accept the minutes from 04/14/16 and to direct the treasurer to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Subdivisions:  Kahora waiver request: The requested waiver from Peter Kahora asked for a waiver from the Lynn Township Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance for Section 426.1 which requires all lots shall front on an existing improved road, whether public or private, meeting the street design requirements of this ordinance.  Access to Lot No, 1 will be by an access easement from Schochary road.  A second Waiver was requested from the Lynn Township Driveway Ordinance 2002-1 Section 4.4 which requires driveways to provide access to one lot and be contained entirely on that lot.  Access to Lot No. 1 will be by an access easement rom Schochary Road. Chris Noll from KCE submitted his notes regarding the minor subdivision plan on a letter dated April 13, 2016.  The Solicitor and Engineer both stated that the wording for the easement, from the owner of Lot 1, needs to be directly put on the plan.  When there is documentation from the owners of Lot 1, the waivers will be look at so the subdivision can move forward.   Wertman Farms Final:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour granting the waiver stating that no Preliminary review of this subdivision needs to be done and that it can go directly to final.  Motion carried unanimously.  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour granting conditional final approval based on KCE letter dated April 13, 2016 and that comments 1-9 are met.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Fire Companies:  NTFC Fire Chief, Peter Christ reported for the NTFC. Included from NTFC are a Basket and Sandwich Social September 24, 2016 4pm to 7pm, Father’s Day Chicken BBQ June 19, 2016 doors open at 11am. Mr. Christ presented the BOS with the building update and general floor plan.  The NTFC will be meeting with the New Tripoli Bank regarding finances and whether or not the rentals they currently have are feasible.    LPFC Fire Chief, Clark Mantz reported for the LPFC.  Included from LPFC are a yard sale on May 21, 2016 and the June 25th Jamboree.   Fire Police Assistance:  A motion was made by Justin N. Smith and seconded by Steve I. Feinour approving the use of Lynn Townships Fire Police to assist in A fireworks display at Breinigsville Park in Upper Macungie Township on Saturday, July 2, 2016 with a rain date of Sunday, July 3, 2016.  Motion carried unanimously.  RFP Fire Study:  Peter Christ stated that the IPads and cases have been purchased.  Priorities 1, 2, and 3 from the fire study have all been addressed and the Fire Study committee will meet again in 60 days.  
Road Report:  Bruce Raber, Road master, reported for the month of April:  (1) Starting some paving projects, shoulder paving on Red Rd. – Trout Lake Rd. – Ponderosa Ct. -  Flint Hill Rd. – Germans Corner Rd. – Springhouse Rd. – Sassafras Rd. – Quarry Rd.  (2) Repaired Stop Signs and Street Name signs. (3)  Worked on sweeping roads.  (4)  Did some cold patching.  (5)  Made minor repairs to trucks and equipment. (6)  Started paving projects in the park.  Anticipated work for May:  (1) Finish up road paving projects.  (2)  Do more cold patching.  (3) Do some shoulder cutting.  (4)  Maybe start shoulder mowing.   Bruce Raber thanked Weisenberg, Lowhill and Heidelberg Township with their help in completing the paving projects in Ontelaunee Park.  Bruce Raber added that he previously estimated the paving in the Park at 27+K and the official cost to pave the projects in the Park was $17,777.00.  Bruce Raber also added that the new employee Greg Schaeffer is working out well.

The BOS asked Robert Sadler to forward, from their list of recommendations, the top 3 main concerns that he feels should be addressed right away.  Mr. Sadler stated that he will send the BOS an email.

Motion carried unanimously.  
Park Walk Through:  The BOS did a walk around Ontelaunee Park on 04/28/2016 with Robert Acker and Scott Smith.

· Bridge from Dog Run to Band Shell area…use existing abutment (Chris Noll supplied the BOS with information on foot bridges around 30K.  Chris Noll will continue to gather more information regarding the foot bridge).
· Bridge using old train trestle (BOS feels this may not need to be utilized now because the foot bridge didn’t come in as expensive as anticipated).
· Move bench by creek back, then move other bench to new location

· Utilize steel beams on pad if possible (BOS feels this may not need to be utilized now because the foot bridge didn’t come in as expensive as anticipated).
· Fix/replace broken slate waterfall

· Find second pump for waterfall

· Create lockbox and buy automatic timer for waterfall

· Aerate fields (Justin N. Smith stated that the golf course has an aerator that can be used in the Park at no cost).

Justin Smith added that topsoil be added around areas that were just paved in the Park.  Justin Smith also added that he would look into the line painting of the newly paved areas.  The two big parking areas in the Park may be done in the future.  The BOS were in favor of John Higgins installing duck box’s in the park near the lake.
Crazy Heart Concert:  A motion was made retroactively by Steve I. Feinour and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich approving the contract for the Crazy Heart Concert that was held on Sunday, May 8th in the Park.  Motion carried unanimously. The cost of the Crazy Heart Concert was $1,050.00. School of Rock Concert:  A motion was made by Steve I. Feinour and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich authorizing the contract for the School of Rock Concert to be held on Sunday, June 12, 2016 in the Park.  Motion carried unanimously. There is no cost for the School of Rock Concert. 
Miscellaneous:  (1) Codification:   Kathy Hermany is working with KCE on completing the codification.  (2) Cable:  The BOS asked Tammy M. White to pull the Blue Ridge Cable folder to research cable coverage issue in the township.  (3)  Building Enclosure:  The BOS said that they would discuss the proposals for enclosing the end bay of the garage at the next BOS meeting in June. (4)  Recycling Grant:  The BOS were in agreement not to move forward with pursing the 902 & 904 grants for recycling.  The program required mandatory waste ordinances.
Resolution 2016-13:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour approving Resolution 2016-13:  A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF LYNN TOWNSHIP. LEHIGH COUNTY, PA FOR THE TRANSFER OF UNEMCOMBERED MONEYS FROM ONE TOWNSHIP ACCOUNT TO ANOTHER.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Resolution was to close #14-01 Nancy Smith NES Family Trust Subdivision. 
Public Comment: (1)  John Pergosky:  Mr. Pergosky had concerns regarding open space on his subdivision and added that the open space was not accepted by the Township, however the final plan that is signed by the BOS shows the open space.  The BOS directed Chris Noll and Marc Fisher to look at it.
