Call to Order:  The regular meeting of the Lynn Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Justin N. Smith, at 6:30 pm in the Municipal Building.  Present were Chairman Justin N. Smith, Vice Chairman Steve I. Feinour, Member Brian C. Dietrich, Secretary/Treasurer Tammy M. White, Asst. Secretary/Treasurer Kathy Hermany Road Master Bruce Raber, Engineer Chris Noll, Solicitor Marc Fisher, and approximately 12 citizens.     

Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was conducted.
Media Representation:  Kenny Blieler
Public Comment:  1. Resident, John Halasovski of 7892 Sassafras Road spoke on behalf of numerous residents regarding the property of 7934 Sassafras Road pertaining to high grass and weeds, horses and dogs, as well as large amount of garbage bags surrounding the home located on the property.  Other residents that added to Mr. Halasovski’s comments were Judy McFadden, Kim George, Tony Meyers, and Cherie Fager.  Cherie Fager stated she was attacked by the one dog at 7934 Sassafras Road while running past the home and required 45 stitches.  Engineer, Chris Noll stated that the Township is aware of the property and proper proceedings have taken place.  Chris Noll will also contact the Dog Warden as well as the SPCA and Human Society, all of whom are aware of this issue.  Solicitor, Marc Fisher also stated that while Lynn Township continues to pursue the issue, the residents themselves can file private action against the property owner.  
Accept the Minutes and Direct the Treasurer to pay the bills:    A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour to accept the minutes from 05/11/17 and to direct the treasurer to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Fire Companies: No Reports.
Road Report:  Bruce Raber, Road master, reported for the month of May:  (1) Got roads & park ready for paving. (2) 1st paving project completed (Scholler Rd.) 2nd paving project completed (Ulrich Mill Rd.) 3rd Park paving project has been completed.  (3) Did some cold patching. (4) Cut grass & weed wacked at the Transfer Station.  (5) Started shoulder mowing. Anticipated work for June:  (1) Get roads ready for oil and chip.  (2) Start to oil and chip.  
Park:  The BOS asked Tammy M. White to research who previously did line painting in the park and contact them to possibly have the parking in the Park re-painted and add lines to the new areas.
Certificate of deposit maturity notice: A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour to take the matured CD ending in 215 and roll it over into a 60 month CD along with the accumulated interest.  Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution 2017-14:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour to adopt Resolution 2017-14:  A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF LYNN TOWNSHIP, LEHIGH COUNTY, PA. CONVERTING THE DEFINED BENEFIT PENSION PLAN TO A DEFINED CONTRIBUTION PLAN FOR LYNN TOWNSHIP NON0UNIFORMED EMPLOYEES AND ACCEPTING A PROPOSAL FOR ACTUARIAL AND RECORD KEEPING SERVICES.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Resolution was adopted for the 401A portion of the Lynn Township Pension plan which is the portion of the township contribution of 6% based on the eligible employee’s.  
Audit Recommendations:  1. The BOS directed Tammy M. White to contact the Historical Society to amend the lease with the Township to include the Train Station. 2. The BOS directed Tammy M. White to refund Joe Tetz the remaining money left in his escrow account ($363.25) and to conclude in writing that by payment of this money, it will close his escrow account.  Justin N. Smith will forward Mr. Tetz’s current address to Tammy M. White.  By closing the Tetz Escrow Account this allows the Township to reconcile the Subdivision/Escrow Account.  3. A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour to adopt Resolution 2017-14:  A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF LYNN TOWNSHIP, LEHIGH COUNTY, PA TO OPEN A NEW CAPITAL RESERVE/EQUUIPMENT FUND FOR DESIGNATED MONEYS SET ASIDE EACH YEAR AND FOR THE TRANSFER OF UNEMCOMBERED MONEYS FROM ONE TOWNSHIP ACCOUNT TO A NEW ACCOUNT.  Motion carried unanimously.  As per the Elected Auditors request all monies designated each year in the budget for Truck/equipment will have its own separate account. 4.  The BOS directed Tammy M. White to contact Tax Collector, Mary Ann Metzger in regards to street light assessment.  The BOS is discussing increasing the street light assessment in order for the township to break even.  
Miscellaneous:  (1) MS4 Waiver: Chris Noll Stated that he is still waiting to hear back from DEP.  (2) Burned out trailer:  Five quotes were attempted, One responded that they were unable to do the job and two other quotes were received.  East Penn Excavating LLC; Demo existing house on site all materials placed in dumpsters and hauled off site to land fill = $9,550.00 with a separate quote to bring in topsoil-seed-silt fence and mulching = $1,400.00.  Snyder Construction; Demolish existing house and place all materials in dumpsters to be hauled off site to land fill = $9,850.00.  A motion was made by Steve I. Feinour and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich made a motion to appoint East Penn Excavating LCC to do the demo and removal of the Burned out Trailer at the cost of $9,550.00.  Motion carried unanimously.  The BOS decided to wait on the seeding of the area.   (3) Mini Cell Tower Ordinance: Solicitor, Marc Fisher stated that the pages pertaining to right of way can be removed from the draft ordinance.  The BOS directed Marc Fisher to revise the draft ordinance to remove these pages and for Marc Fisher to proceed with forwarding the draft to the LVPC and advertising.  (4) Pedestrian Bridge: Chris Noll showed the BOS the map of the area in question to connect the park with the dog park.  Chris Noll will meet with Bruce Raber at the park to confirm where and how much fill will be needed at the trestle to complete the pathway area from the park to the dog park.  Railings will need to be installed as well and pillars with locks will need to be installed on the Tony Oswald Bridge to allow access of lawn mowers.  Chris Noll also suggested that there may be organizations interested in volunteering on the bridge project.   (5) NW Rec Bylaws:  The BOS were all in favor of Justin N. Smith reporting back to the Northwestern Rec Commission on their approval of the revised Constitution and Bylaws for the Commission.  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour approval of their review of the NW Rec Commission Constitution and Bylaws and for Justin N. Smith to inform the NW Rec Commission of their decision.  Motion carried unanimously.  (6)  Park:  The BOS stated that Bruce Raber did not need to do any oil and chip to the parking area by off the back of the old pavilion because the BOS is in favor of taking down the old pavilion and possibly doing something more beneficial to the park with the area.  At that time then the parking area would be addressed.  The BOS directed Kathy Hermany to gather proposals to have the old pavilion removed.  
Executive Session:  Solicitor, Marc Fisher called an executive session at 7:26pm to include himself and the BOS.  The meeting resumed at 7:28pm and Justin N. Smith announced the executive session was to discuss a real estate matter. A motion as made by Justin N. Smith and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich authorizing Solicitor, Marc Fisher to represent Lynn Township and make the minimum bid to purchase property.  Motion carried unanimously.

Public Comment: Resident, Russell Wambold asked the BOS to address a property on the upper side of his residence on Hoffadeckel Ct. in regards 30 55 gallon drums and garbage that is at the property in addition to an old car that is last registered in 1985.  The BOS stated that they would have Chris Noll run the plate on the car and to address the garbage.
