Call to Order:  The regular meeting of the Lynn Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Justin N. Smith, at 6:30 pm in the Municipal Building.  Present were Chairman Justin N. Smith, Vice Chairman Steve I. Feinour, Member Brian C. Dietrich, Secretary/Treasurer Tammy M. White, Asst. Secretary/Treasurer Kathy Hermany, Road Master Bruce Raber, Engineer Chris Noll, Solicitor Marc Fisher, and approximately 20 citizens.     

Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was conducted.
Media Representation:  Kenny Blieler
Public Comment:  1.   Donald Christ introduced Nolan Hernandez from Boy Scout Troop 89.  Nolan Hernandez informed the BOS that he would like to do his Eagle Scout project in Ontelaunee park.  The project would consist of a map of memorials, which would be expandable to include future memorials as well as donations.  The map would list each memorial and the location of the memorial along with donations.  The memorial map will be constructed  to withstand the outdoor elements.  The BOS were all in favor of the project and informed Mr. Hernandez to report back to them with a draft of the map and then the BOS well designate an area for it to be erected in Ontelaunee Park.  2.  Phil Armstrong introduced himself to the BOS and residents as the Lehigh County Executive and that he was present to observe our municipality and that we shall contact him if the township ever needs anything.  3.  Eric Andreus from Nestle Waters presented the BOS with a donation of 15K to be used in Ontelaunee Park.  Total donations from Nestlé's to date is 275K.  The BOS thanked Eric Andreus for Nestlé's continued support.  Eric also left a 90 page monitoring book for 2017 of the activity in Lynn Twp as well as a condensed 4 page pamphlet.  
Accept the Minutes and Direct the Treasurer to pay the bills:    A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour to accept the minutes from 04/12/18 and to direct the treasurer to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Fire Companies:  LPFC 2nd Asst. Fire Chief, Tim VanBlargan reported for the LPFC for the month of April, 3 emergency calls and 8 controlled burns called in; yearly call total is 21 calls; 1 member completed the FF1 skills and 1 member will complete the skills challenge; 5 members currently taking basic FP; June 22nd is adult bingo dors open at 5:30pm; June 24th is a paint and sip; June 30th is the 23rd annual Jamboree.  NTFC Fire Chief, Peter Christ reported for the NTFC for the month of April, total calls as of 5/8 is (82); Yard sale in the park was a successful event for the serving of food; Fire Police have been approved to assist at the 5 & 10K on 5/12-PowWow on 05/19&20-5K on 5/26; Mothers day flower sale pick up Saturday the 12th; Guns and cash bash tkts are on sale; Completed MCI training, active shooter training; pole barn is erected and concrete is to be poured next week; Jerdon Construction would like twp. check by June meeting and will supply the township with a bill.  Peter Christ also informed the BOS that the timeline has been given for the new fire company building and it is expected to be completed by the end of November 2018.  A motion was made by Justin N. Smith and seconded by Steve I. Feinour  approving the assistance of the Fire Police to assist in Upper Macungie Township on Saturday, July 7th  2018 (rain date Sunday, July 8th) for their annual fireworks display at Breinigsville Park.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Subdivision:  Kistler/Yocum Lot Line Adjustment:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour approving the lot line adjustment.  Motion carried unanimously.
Ag Security Proposal:  Reinert-Heintzelman-Cappuccino 27.38 acres:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I Feinour approving receipt of the Ag Security request from Reinert-Heintzelman-Cappuccino and to include the  parcel of 27.38 acres and for the staff to process the Ag Security request.  Motion carried unanimously.

Madison Village @ Penn's View:  Eric Schock from Fitzpatrick Lentz & Bubba documented on a letter dated May 10, 2018 to the Board of Supervisors, that the ninety (90) day review period for the aforementioned development expires late in May, 2018 and in accordance with the municipalities plan code, applicant hereby grants an extension through July 31, 2018, for submission and review of its revised plans.  Mr. Schock along with Sue Kandil and Chris Zajcek were present to review the BOS concerns from their April 12th board meeting.  Sue Kandil confirmed that the ROAD WIDTH adjacent to the main road (Decatur) will have a width of 36' entrance which will then turn to 24'.  She also confirmed that she contacted the  NW School director of transportation and they have confirmed with her that the BUSES can enter the manufactured home development, with the agreement of the developer, to pick up and drop of kids as to avoid a traffic and safety issue on Decatur St.  In addition she stated that a 2nd 20' wide EMERGENCY ENTRANCE was added.  Brian C. Dietrich stated that he was still not in favor of this and would like to see a 2nd entrance that can be used, an entrance that would be horseshoe defined.  Sue Kandil along with the developer asked for a WAIVER for a maximum of 9 identified units in regards to the infiltration bed referencing Zoning/Saldo Section 23-304.9 D2.  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour denying the waiver request.  Motion carried unanimously.  CURBING & SIDEWALKS~ A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour denying a waiver of the curbing and sidewalks.  Motion carried unanimously.  Engineer Chris Noll stated that Curbing and Sidewalks are required referencing Zoning/Saldo Sections 22-404 2C=curbing and 22-404 2D=sidewalks.  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour granting preliminary approval contingent upon a revised plan showing the curbing and concrete sidewalks with revised unit layout with no infiltration waiver needed, and to be in compliance with the Lynn Township Engineer's letter dated March 19, 2018.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Road Report:  Bruce Raber, Road master, reported for the month of April:  (1) Swept roads to remove winters road materials.  (2) Started to work on dirt roads.  (3) Completed BB area in park and is ready for black top.  Approx. 2000 ton of fill was hauled in.  (4) More cold patching was done.  (5) Repaired & replaced a few road name sins & stop signs.  (6)  Helped Weisenberg Twp with their paving projects - next is Lynn Twp.  Anticipated work for May:  (1) Start paving projects.  (2) Work on dirt roads.  Bruce Raber also reported that the BB Court area base is good and ready to go.

Park:  New Pavilion Update:  All is moving forward.  Demolition will not take place till after the scheduled wedding in June.  Back Entrance Update:  Chris Noll stated that there is a full year extension till next May for completion of the back entrance of the park.  Chris Noll and Bruce Raber will meet at the park with DEP to confirm what needs to be completed.  BB Court:  A motion was made by Steve I. Feinour and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich to order the 2 BB Courts from George Ely at the cost of $2,950.00 for both courts and to have Aaron Faulk install the courts at the cost of $250.00 per court and $400 for the painting of the court lines, totaling $900.00.  Motion carried unanimously.  Memorial Monument:  Donald Christ stated that there will be a meeting regarding the Memorial monument on Thursday, May 7th at 7pm.  Park Rental:  The BOS were in favor of Jacobs Church (Leslie Ford) extending their movie night in the park for the community to 11:00 pm pending that they can get some sort of light tower, possibly from the NYAA,  to assist with the lighting.  Park Pond:  The BOS stated that the pond has been treated and that 1 or 2 more applications may be needed to complete the process.  
Ordinance 2018-02:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour to adopt Ordinance 2018-02: AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF LYNN TOWNSHIP, LEHIGH COUNTY, PA AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, TOWNSHIP OF LYNN TO INCREASE THEMAXIMUM LOT COVERAGE FOR SINGLE-FAMILY DETACHED DWELLINGS IN THE RURAL (R) AND RURAL RESIDENTIAL (RR) ZONING DISTRICTS.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Pension:  Tammy M. White is continuing to meet with Justin Schmoyer regarding the possible transfer of Lynn townships pension plan.
Miscellaneous:  (1) White Deer Run:  Chris Noll stated that he has sent a letter to Ms. Eckhart at White Deer Run( which respectfully request a description of the treatment/counseling activities that are conducted at the site as well as what conditions the clients/patients are dealing with.  The information will then be used to help provide a clear and accurate report to the BOS.  Chris Noll stated in the letter that the improvements to the sewage disposal system and other appurtenances as stipulated in the Zoning hearing board decision have been complied with. (2) Commercial Yard Sign: Chris Noll stated that he will pull the section out and fix ordinance to comply with the size and road frontage issue.  (3) Light Update: The update of the office building lights has been completed and a rebate will be coming for the portion that has been completed.  (4) Boom Mower:  Bruce Raber stated that the boom mower has been fixed and we have not yet received an invoice for the work but he is estimating it to be approximately between 8K - 10K.  He also priced a new boom mower at $113,420.00 which is 100 horse power. (5) EAC Committee:  The BOS were in favor of Billy Klein to pursue members for the EAC Committee by posting flyers and having Tammy M. White do a condensed advertisement for the NW Press. (6) Line Down:  Steve I. Feinour express concerns for either a cable or phone line that is done at Rt. 143 and Washington St.  Chris Noll stated he will look into it.  (7) Memorial Plaques:  Donald Christ will work with the Township office to replace broken or old memorial/honor plaques in Ontelaunee Park.  (8) Soccer Balls:  Justin N. Smith will talk with the NYAA regarding the issue of soccer balls entering the property of Mrs. Murray on Allemengel Rd. which is adjacent to the park recreational field.  The Murray's have concerns about an injury possibly taking place on their property. (9) Codification:  The updates are being worked on for the codification and should be done by the June 2018 board meeting.
Public Comment: 1. Peter Christ stated that he will be sending Tammy M. White AT&T Configuration which will bring down the monthly bill approximately $100 less.  2.  Mike Reese addressed the BOS with his previous and present concerns regarding the White Deer Run facility and expressed that he feels nothing has been done since the March BOS meeting.  Chris Noll reiterated (as documented in the above post under misc. White Deer Run).
