Call to Order:  The regular meeting of the Lynn Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Justin N. Smith, at 6:30 pm in the Municipal Building.  Present were Chairman Justin N. Smith, Vice Chairman Steve I Feinour, Member Brian C. Dietrich, Secretary/Treasurer Tammy M. White, Admin/Zoning office Secretary Kathy A. Hermany, Road Master Bruce Raber, Engineer Chris Noll, Solicitor Marc Fisher, and approximately 23 citizens.     

Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was conducted.
Media Representation:  Kenny Blieler
Public Comment:  1.  Resident, Eric Schellhamer and Michael DelBinello spoke on behalf of the Mountain View Bible Church in respect to requesting a change of zoning for church use in reference to the old NW Ambulance Building.  Solicitor Marc Fisher stated that he has corresponded with their attorney Mr. Dinkelacker regarding the issue and that they contact him for further direction.  
Accept the Minutes and Direct the Treasurer to pay the bills:    A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour to accept the minutes from 08/9/18 and direct the treasurer to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.    
Fire Companies: Asst. Fire Chief, Tim VanBlargan reported the monthly report for the Lynnport Fire Company: 4 calls in August; total of 38 calls for the year; 9/21 Booze and Adult bingo 7pm; 9/21 Hoagie orders are due and pick up is Oct. 3rd; 9/23 Meat and cash bingo 1pm; 4 members will be taking a basic ropes and rigging class 9/18-25th and 29th held at Topton Fire Company.  Fire Chief, Peter Christ reported the monthly report for New Tripoli Fire Company: 145 calls as of 9.10.18; the concrete is poured and the interior walls are being installed in the new building; Guns & Cash Bash tickets are still available for the September event; regional picnic at Ontelaunee Park on 9/16 from 1pm to 5pm.  Fire Fighters Fund:  The BOS discussed that the money(10K) would be split between NTFC and LPFC based on amount of calls received from January thru September 30th.  Calls will be reported at the October BOS meeting and the fire companies will have their money by November 2018.  The BOS agreed this is how it will be based each year going forward.
Subdivision:  Stephan/Ranz Boundary Line Adj.:  A motion was made by Steve I . Feinour and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich approving the Lot Line Adjustment.  Motion carried unanimously.

Road Report:  Bruce Raber, Road master, reported for the month of August:  (1) Worked on dirt roads (filling pot holes-grading-stoning).  (2) Set up for night in the country.  (3) Finished back entrance of park, filled in and planted grass.  (4)  Cut grass & weed wacked 2 times at recycling center.   (5) Paved in gutter on old orchard ct.  (6) Finished up the second round of shoulder mowing.  (7) Hauled scrap metal =$76.80 & aluminum cans =$144 from recycling center.  Anticipated work for September:  (1) Work on remaining dirt roads.  (2) Do some cold patching.  (3)  Spot paving & pave over pipe that was replaced.
