Call to Order:  The regular meeting of the Lynn Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Justin N. Smith, at 6:30 pm in the Municipal Building.  Present were Chairman Justin N. Smith, Vice Chairman Brian C. Dietrich, Member Steve I. Feinour, Secretary/Treasurer Tammy M. White, Asst. Secretary/Treasurer Kathy A. Hermany, Road Master Bruce Raber, Engineer Chris Noll, Solicitor Marc Fisher, and approximately 12 citizens.     

Executive Session:  Justin N. Smith stated there was an executive session held prior to the meeting regarding Personnel Issues.  Justin N. Smith, Brian C. Dietrich, Steve I. Feinour, and Bruce Raber were present in the meeting.
Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was conducted.
Media Representation:   Sarit Laschinsky from the NW Press.
Public Comment:  1.  
Accept the Minutes and Direct the Treasurer to pay the bills:    A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour  to accept the minutes from 06/11/20 ant to direct the treasurer to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Fire Companies- LPFC Asst. Fire Chief, Tim VanBlargan reported for the month of June: 33 emergency calls for the year to date; purchased a newer brush truck from Virginville fire com. to replace our current 1979 Chevy truck, it is a 2006 Ford F550 4x4 400 gal water tank, 20 gal foam tank 300 6pm pump, it will be utilized the same way as the current truck as a brush and fire police unit.  Delivery is expected to be Friday, the 10th and then Monday it will go to paint so hopefully it will be in service within 2-3 weeks;  As far as the building the roof project is nearly complete;  All events that were scheduled have been cancelled till November.  NTFC Asst. Fire Chief, Gary Kuntz reported for the month of June:  78 calls as of 7/9/20; All classes have been on hold due to the Covid 19 pandemic; 3 Firefighters are enrolled in Mod II starting on 7/14/2020;  Due to Covid 19 pandemic our fundraising was put on hold.  We have since found new ways of raising money such as drive thru instead of dine in events; The 2020 Guns and Cash Bash event has been cancelled due to pandemic.  They do have Guns and Cash Bash drawing only tickets for sale, tickets are $20.00 a piece.  The drawing will be a live Facebook drawing on September 14th;  A hoagie sale was held the month of July; Fathers Day Chicken BBQ featuring Kauffman's chicken, they were sold out by 11:30am; Spaces were rented out on June 27th for the community yard sale with a great turnout; The next chicken BBQ will be held on Friday July 24th 4pm to 7pm.  Pre-order tickets are currently on sale for $9.00 a piece.   
Subdivision-  Kovatch Lot Line Adj.:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour granting final conditional approval.  Motion carried unanimously.  Zoning Amendment: Will be discussed at August meeting.  Madison Village Planning Module:  A motion was made by Steve I. Feinour and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich granting condition approval and to be sent to DEP.  Motion carried unanimously.
Ag Security Proposal (s): Nester Proposal:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour approving receipt of the proposal and to direct the staff and solicitor to process the necessary paperwork.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Road Report:  Bruce Raber, Road master, reported for the month of June:  (1) Finished up first round of shoulder mowing.  (2) Did some cold patching on roads to be oiled & chip.  (3) Finished up our oil & chip & Weisenberg twp.  (4) Did some tree trimming & Weed whacking at intersections for better sight distance.  (5) Hauled scrap metal from recycling center = $87.00 & Aluminum cans $120.00.  Also cut grass & weed wacked.  (6) Ross Valley Bridge - I beams sand blasted & painted and new decking on. Additional costs totaling $5,850.00 were requested on top of the initial estimate of $159,256.00.  The 1st payment has been made in the amount of $72,990.00. A balance of $86,266.00 is due upon completion.  The BOS has requested that Chris Noll/Ryan Christman look into the additional cost of $5,850.00 and come back to the BOS.  Anticipated work for July:  (1) Help Lowhill twp. & Heidelberg Twp. with their oil & chip.    
Donations:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour for the township to pay NTFC and the LPFC based on the % of coverage and the rest of the donation to stay the same as 2019.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Park:  (1) Addendum:  The BOS approved the addition of an addendum to be included in the Park rental package which requires those renting the park facilities to sign the addendum confirming that they understand that they are renting the Park that an inherent risk of exposure to COVID-19 exists and time park facilities are rented.  (2) Community Yard Sale:  The community held a yard sale that was a huge success.  If the community continues the annual yard sale, the BOS feel there would be no need to hold a yard sale in the Park.  (3) Park Pond:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour approving Ed Osterhuber from Coon Hollow Lawn & Pond Service, LLC to move forward with treatments to the pond since the inlet has been installed, at the cost of $750 and the cost of $900 next spring for a full pond treatment which includes Sonar and the addition file for a permit amendment.  Motion carried unanimously.  Justin N. Smith signed the new permit application.  
Miscellaneous:  None 
Public Comment: (1)  Jacob Olnaker & Hailey Kubat from 7170 Gun Club Road were present to discuss their sewage planning module.  They were issued a septic permit by Scott Bieber however the permit should not have been issued until they got approval on their sewage planning module.  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Steve I. Feinour granting conditional approval of the planning module.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Twp. PC will review this month, it does not need to come back to the BOS.  Kathy Hermany cannot do permit until the Planning module is complete and approved.
