Smith, Vice Chairman Brian C. Dietrich,  Secretary/Treasurer Tammy M. White, Road Master Bruce Raber, Engineer Ryan Christman, Solicitor Marc Fisher. Absent Admin/Zoning office Secretary Trish Burkhardt, Absent/Resigned Member Steve I. Feinour, and approximately 13 citizens.     

Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was conducted.
Executive Session:  Justin N. Smith announced that an executive session was held prior to the meeting to discuss employment issues.

Public Comment:  None  
Accept the Minutes and Direct the Treasurer to pay the bills:    A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Justin N. Smith to accept the minutes from 08/10/23 and direct the treasurer to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.    
Letter of Resignation: A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Justin N. Smith accepting the letter of resignation from Steve I. Feinour for his position as Supervisor.  Motion carried unanimously.  Justin Smith added that he has spoken with Marc Fisher regarding the open position.  1. Justin Smith and Brian Dietrich can appoint someone to the position within 30 days.  2.  If no one is appointed within the 30 days, it goes to adding the vacancy board member which is currently Kermit DeLong. 3.  If a decision cannot be made it then goes to court.  The Board stated that they will accept letters of interest in serving the remainder of Steve Feinour Term.  Will discuss at the October BOS meeting which will still be within the 30 days.
Subdivision:  Loch Final:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Justin N. Smith approving the waiver for Drainage, landscape and grading.  Motion carried unanimously.  A second motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Justin N. Smith granting final approval contingent upon KCE letter dated 08/18/23. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion carried unanimously.  
Park:  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Justin N. Smith to accept Estimate from Dietrich Stonemasonry, Inc. @ $3,850.00 for the repairs to the stone wall of the band shell.  Motion carried unanimously.  Ryan Christman stated that the Kitchen/Bathroom project for the new pavilion is out to bid and should have results at the October board meeting.  
Pension/2023 MMO:  Justin Schmoyer, Financial Advisor for Pennwood Financial Group furnished the BOS with a pension update for Lynn Township's pension plan.  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich  and seconded by Justin N. Smith authorizing the 2043 MMO for the Non-Uniformed Pension Plan and the 2024 MMO for the 401A plan. Motion carried unanimously. 
Miscellaneous:   (1) Trick or Treat:  The BOS set Trick or Treat for Saturday, October 28, 2023 from 6pm to 8pm. (2)  Solar Ordinance:  Marc Fisher stated that he has not gotten anything back from the LVPC from their review of the  Solar Ordinance.  When LVPC send their review/comments  Marc Fisher will have it advertised.  (3)  REC Field:  Justin N. Smith stated that the fencing for the pickle ball/skate park is installed and progress continues.  Basketball courts have been repaired, improvements done to the batting cages and all the ads are sold on the pavilion.  (4)  The REC Commission is in discussions about the possibility of having an area fences off for a beer garden at Night in the Country for 2024.  The REC Commission owns all of the rec fields with the exception of the potato barn.  (5)  Short tern Rental: The short-term rental form has been modified to reflect that a Hotel Room Certificate is only required if the Owner is not renting the property through a third party such as AirbNB or VRBO.

(6) Zoning Officer:  Trish Burkhardt compiled a list of 3 options for the BOS to review.  The BOS stated that they will revisit at the October BOS meeting.  
Public Comment: (1)  Park Concert:  Marty Bennicoff inquired about the alcohol policy in Ontelaunee Park.  Jordan and Rob Serelneck also where present.  Justin N. Smith stated that the issue would be addressed next year when the new board member(s) along with Brian C. Dietrich will further discuss the issue.
