Smith, Vice Chairman Brian C. Dietrich,  Member Ronald Jerdon, Secretary/Treasurer Tammy M. White,  Admin/Zoning office Secretary Trish Burkhardt, Road Master Bruce Raber, Engineer Rep./Zoning Officer Kevin Horvath, Solicitor Marc Fisher, and approximately 13 citizens.     

Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was conducted.
Media Representation:  Marieke Audronache – NWP and Rob Fella TV13
Executive Session:  Justin N. Smith announced that an executive session was held before the meeting to discuss employee wages.  Present in the session where Justin N. Smith, Brian C. Dietrich, Ronald Jerdon, and Bruce Raber.
Public Comment:   None
Accept the Minutes and Direct the Treasurer to pay the bills:    A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Ronald Jerdon to accept the minutes from 10/12/23 BOS meeting as well as the minutes from the Vacancy Board meeting held on 10/25/23, and to direct the treasurer to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Subdivision:  Nancy Smith Final Allemaengel Rd. -  A Motion was made by Ronald Jerdon and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich granting final approval based on KCE letter dated 10/10/2023.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Fire Companies:  LPFC Asst. Fire Chief Tim VanBlargan reported:  59 Emergency calls for the year to date; Saturday, November 11th 5pm Gun Bingo; Tuesday, November 14th Thanksgiving Filling sale orders are due 2.5lbs filling $8 quart of Bacon dressing $8; Friday, November 17th 6pm turkey raffle; Tuesday, November 21st 5-7 Thanksgiving filling pickup; Tuesday, December 12th Christmas filling & bacon dressing orders are due, same price as Thanksgiving; Sunday, December 17th 9-1pm AYCE Breakfast with Santa with Santa riding around on the fire truck after the breakfast; Thursday, December 21st Christmas filling & dressing pick up.  A motion was made by Justin N. Smith and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich authorizing Fire Police to assist at an auction on Tues. Nov. 14th @ 7955 Kings Hwy. Motion carried unanimously.  NTFC Fire Chief Gary Kuntz reported: 147 Emergency calls to date; 5 fire team members working on completing their FF II certification, on 10/16 a group went to the Whitehall burn tower for live suppression training, one new member completed her Haz-mat awareness, NIMS, and CPR training; New year’s Eve giveaway tickets are on sale, the grand prize is a Honda Pioneer 1000-6; Mr. Kuntz attended a regionalization meeting on October 23rd at the Germansville FC, consolidation was discussed and combination paid staffing and sustainability; Thanks to Bruce and the road crew for the improvements made at the springhouse, LCA is stating the FC can no longer fill trucks off of the hydrant at Madison Park Townhouses; $ departments are working on a regional Christmas party on December 9th at St. 17; Turned in 2 background checks for new fire team members; attended a meeting with the NWL firefighter foundations on Wed. 11/8/23.  They are working with the 4 regional departments to host an appreciation picnic for all 4 departments.  Mr. Kuntz would like to thank the members on this foundation for their time and effort supporting the fire departments.; Finishing up State recertification for the heavy rescue truck; the new R&R program in place at New Tripoli will pay out approximately $16,500.00 this year.  Lynn Township contributed $7,674.00.  Members will receive their check on Monday December 4th, payout amounts are based on certification level, and emergency calls attended.  Hopefully an increase in funding for this program can occur; will be at tree lighting; 12/16 will be the Santa Run.
Road Report:  Bruce Raber, Road master, reported for the month of October:  (1) Got truck & wood chipper ready for tree trimming.  (2) Started tree trimming.  (3) Started putting salt spreaders on trucks and put V-plow & chains on Grader.   (4) Started Boom Mowing.  (5) Added 2 new road signs on Miller Rd. 1-Narrow road next 1 mile and 2-25mph. Anticipated work for November:  (1) Continue Boom Mowing.  (2)  Clean out a few gutters.  (3)  Get the rest of trucks & equipment ready for winter. 
Park:  Kitchen/Bathrooms:  A motion was made by Justin N. Smith and seconded by Brian C. Dietrich denying the bids that came in for the installation of the Kitchen/bathroom in the new pavilion.  Motion carried unanimously.  The lowest bid came in at $291,220.00.
Solar Ordinance:  Ordinance 2023-01: Marc Fisher opened the hearing at 6:56pm.  Resident Jeff Vogels had a few questions that where addressed by Marc Fisher.  It was noted that LVPC did not respond.  The hearing was closed at 7:06pm.  A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Ronald Jerdon approving Ordinance 2023-01:  AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF LYNN TOWNSHIP, LEHIGH COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, TOWNSHIP OF LYNN, TO PROVIDE FOR SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEMS, ESTABLISHING DEFINITIONS AND SETTING FORTH REGULATIONS FOR THE INSTALLATION, CONSTRUCTION AND OPERATION OF ACCESSORY SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEMS AND PRINCIPAL SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEMS.  Motion carried unanimously
Tax Rate for Year 2024: Resolution 2023-16: A motion was made by Brian C. Dietrich and seconded by Ronald Jerdon  approving Resolution 2023-16 ; A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE TOWNSHIP OF LYNN, LEHIGH COUNTY PA, FIXING THE TAX RATE FOR THE YEAR 2024.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Resolution was approved keeping the millage of Lynn Township 0.2 mills.
